Dear prospective team members: 
 
As the summer quickly approaches, I am putting the finishing touches on the 
schedule for High School Boys Golf practices, tournaments and matches.  
We will have tryouts/qualifying play on Monday and Tuesday, August 4th 
and 5th, 2008.  With only 2 days of qualifying, you can imagine how very 
important it is to develop your game throughout the summer.  We will offer 
practice/play time free of charge at the Westchester Golf Course as long as 
the individual walks the course.  I will contact all potential players with 
definite days and times. 
 
The tournament/match season begins Monday, August 11th and involves 
Varsity playing or practicing 5 days per week and JV 4-5 days per week.  A 
full schedule will be handed out after cuts are made on Tuesday, August 5th. 
 
Typically a Varsity player will score between 35 and 41 on the front nine at 
Westchester and a Junior Varsity player will score between 41 and 48.  
While you are preparing to make the team, be certain that you are playing by 
USGA rules at all times.  This means……no “winter rules”….never adjust 
the lie of your ball unless the rules specifically permit it……count all 
strokes and attempted strokes (whiffs)…..never take a gimme putt, even if it 
is only a few inches…..assess penalty strokes whenever required…never 
drop a ball where yours was either lost or went out of bounds go back where 
you played it from, add one stroke and play another). 
 
Westchester Golf Course will be holding a Golf Camp on June 16th -19th 
from 9:00 – 11:30 in the morning for ages 5-16.  Jeff Bills should be 
contacted at Westchester Golf Course.
